Many of our 

Myanmar members have not been able to talk to 

their parents for almost two months as cell phone 

service is not good. Please keep them and their 

families in your prayers.    

The Gideons were here for a Bible Blitz and 

our translator, Daeng (a fellow Gideon) was able to 

pass out over a 100,000 Bibles in our area. We are 

praying for God to use these Bibles to draw the 

people in our area to Christ.  

The church auditorium is undergoing a 

small renovation to expand the area to fit more 

people. It is looking better every week. The work is 

being done by a couple of our members who have 

the skills to do this kind of work and want to use 

their knowledge and abilities to help the church. 

We also were able to get a small PA system 

with microphones to allow everyone to hear us and 

the worship instruments much better. This would 

not be possible without the monthly support from 

Kingwood First Baptist Church and offerings from 

individuals like yourself.  

I am planning a trip to Houston to visit 

churches to seek more support to allow me to 

become fully supported so I can shepherd the 

church full time.
