Please note

1. There are still a few (very few) points which need to be resolved over the next year
2. Where possible, the Bye-laws have just been copied from what already exists. In some cases, it has become clear that updates and tweaks are needed to reflect either what has become custom and practice in Club, or company law, or modern good practice in a membership organisation, or all three.
3. Throughout the document, there are explanatory notes highlighted in yellow. These are not bye-laws; they are just explanations. They will be removed from the final version.
4. If the proposals are approved, the Treasurer will be a Director and so, for simplicity, any reference refers to “Flags” or “Flag Officers” includes the Treasurer.

[bookmark: _Toc174796917][bookmark: _Toc175222078]Citation and commencement
These Bye-laws shall be known as the Penarth Yacht Club Bye-laws and came into force from the Effective Date specified in the resolution put to the SGM on January 27th 2025
These Bye-laws shall be reviewed from time to time by the Flag Officers
Interpretation - List of definitions 
The Board of Directors are the persons defined in Article 25 and shall be known as the Flag Officers
The Effective Date is the date at which these Bye-laws come into effect
All other definitions are as set out in the Articles 
Role of the Flag Officers
Management of the Club is vested in the Flag Officers, with responsibility for the Club’s finances and assets, delivering the Club’s objects, and ensuring legal and regulatory compliance.
The Flag Officers may delegate their functions to any Committee under Article 36 of the Articles of Association, and shall normally delegate developing and implementing the Club’s strategy to the General Committee.

[bookmark: _Toc175406985][bookmark: _Toc187397716]Criteria and procedures for admission or election to categories of Club Membership 
Categories of membership and eligibility criteria are set out in Article 11 of the Articles of Association
[bookmark: _Hlk180243449]Process for admission to membership except Life Membership. [NOTE - THESE ARE THE CURRENT RULES AND BYELAWS, UPDATED TO ALIGN WITH COMPANY LAW AND GDPR. THEY HAVE ALSO BEEN SLIGHTLY SIMPLIFIED
The candidate for Membership shall provide their name, address, email address, telephone number, date of birth, the category of Membership for which the candidate wishes to apply, and any other information which the Flag Officers request. 
On the Monday following a candidate’s application, the Secretary shall post in the Cabin, and on the Main Notice Board a notice containing the names of the candidate and email details to the Flag Officers.  Notices shall remain on notice boards for a minimum of fourteen days (to be known as the notice period). If any Member objects for any reason to the election of that candidate, they shall inform the Secretary in writing during the notice period.
If no objection is received by the end of the notice period, the candidate shall be invited to become a Member. 
If an objection is received, the Flag Officers will consider the objection and make a decision whether to invite the candidate to Membership or not. This decision must be made within fourteen days of the end of the notice period. The Flag Officers’ decision is final.  
The invitation to Membership shall include a request to pay any Membership fees and/or subscriptions relevant to the Membership category
No candidate shall be a Member until such fees and subscriptions have been paid, and if this is not done within six weeks of the invitation, the invitation shall lapse.
Process for admission to Life Membership THESE ARE THE CURRENT RULES AND BYELAWS, UPDATED TO BE EASIER TO UNDERSTAND, AND TO ALIGN WITH COMPANY LAW AND GDPR
Life Members shall be elected in one of the following ways: 
[bookmark: _Ref180243369]Members who have completed 40 years of Full Membership shall be proposed for Life Membership at the next Annual General Meeting. 
The Flag Officers may raise funds for the Club by the sale of Life Memberships to existing Members. Such sales shall be limited to six Life Memberships each year. 
In the case of a Full Member who was formerly a Lady Member, the period that they were a Lady Member prior to 1 January 1999 shall be included in the calculation for Life Membership referred to in Bye-law 2.3.2 
A Life Member shall have the full rights and privileges of Membership but shall pay no subscription

[bookmark: _Toc174797009][bookmark: _Toc175222092]Fees and Subscriptions
[bookmark: _Ref174531129][bookmark: _Ref174625257][bookmark: _Toc174797011][bookmark: _Toc174797012]There shall be no annual subscription payable by Life Members
[bookmark: _Toc174797013]Other than those specified in Bye-law 3.1.1 above and subject to Article 11.10 the subscriptions payable for the retention of all categories of Club Membership shall be as determined by a General Meeting from time to time and shall be published in such manner as the Flag Officers may direct.
[bookmark: _Ref174531415][bookmark: _Ref174625460][bookmark: _Toc174797014]Subscriptions shall be payable on March 1st each year.  Any Member whose subscription is more than three months in arrears and after the sending of a final notice of reminder, shall forfeit all, or such as may be specified, rights and privileges of Membership. On payment in full of all sums overdue any rights and privileges so forfeited shall forthwith be restored.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Flag Officers may in any particular case remit for one year or for such longer period as it sees fit the whole or part of any subscription payable. The Flag Officers may delegate this power to any Finance Committee.
[bookmark: _Toc175222094]Obligations of Club Members
All Members have the duty to observe the provisions of the Club’s Articles of Associations, these Bye-laws and any Club Code of Conduct [NOTE – Drafting a Code of Conduct is another job that needs doing – we would be very grateful for offers of help]
All Members have the duty to pay within the specified time any fees, subscriptions or other dues prescribed under the Articles or these Bye-laws or in any other lawful manner.
A Member may be subject to a modification, suspension or removal of rights and privileges, or termination of Membership if they do not meet their obligations as set out in these Bye-Laws.

Opening and closing times
The Clubhouse shall be open daily from 8am until midnight, or such earlier or later hour as the Flag Officers may authorise. 
The bars shall be open at such times as the Flag Officers may from time to time decide in compliance with statutory requirements.
Admitting visitors who are not Members
Full, Student and Honorary members may introduce visitors to the Club and the name and address of every visitor so introduced shall be entered in the Visitors’ Book and signed by the Member introducing that person. 
No person shall be introduced as a visitor on more than six occasions in any period of twelve months (private functions not included). 
A visitor may only use those parts of the Club which the Member introducing the visitor is permitted to use
The Member introducing the visitor shall be responsible for any liability incurred by the visitor or on the visitor’s behalf. 
Children
Members may bring children under the age of 18 into such parts of the premises of the Club as the Flag Officers may from time to time decide, a list of such parts to be displayed on the Club noticeboard and on the website
Members are responsible for the conduct and safety of their children (and any children of visitors they have introduced)
Pets. 
Members and their visitors’ pets are allowed in the clubhouse [NOTE: THIS IS SUBJECT TO THE SUCCESSFUL CONCLUSION OF THE CURRENT TRIAL]
Members are responsible for any mess or damage caused by their pets or their visitors’ pets.

Election of the Flag Officers
[bookmark: _Hlk175404865]In the case that there are vacancies on the Flag Officers or will be vacancies at the planned date of the next AGM, then the Secretary shall issue a call to Full Members [NOTE – all the Full Members are invited to nominate people to be Directors] for nominations to the role of Director at least six weeks before the planned date of the AGM 
[bookmark: _Ref175404555]Each nomination must be:
[bookmark: _Hlk182487859]supported by two Full Members, such support to be indicated in writing to the Secretary
accompanied by a statement setting out the candidate’s relevant skills and experience 
received by the Secretary no less than four weeks after the call for nominations, unless the two supporters are Flag Officers
[bookmark: _Ref175404477]The Flag Officers shall: 
consider the nominations received and 
identify the candidates whose appointments they consider to be in the best interests of the Club to the vacant roles
[bookmark: _Ref182894592][bookmark: _Hlk182488030]inform the General Committee of these candidates and of any other nominations 
[bookmark: _Ref183585825]For each candidate identified in the Bye-law above, the Flag Officers shall appoint the candidate unless the General Committee resolves to object to the appointment of that candidate, either by:
[bookmark: _Hlk182410260]a majority vote to object to the candidate’s appointment at a quorate General Committee meeting (for the avoidance of doubt, the Flag Officers may take part in such a vote, subject to the Articles which cover conflicts of interest)
a resolution to object to the candidate’s appointment agreed to in writing (including email) by a simple majority of members of the General Committee within four days of the circulation of a request to consider such a proposal (again, for the avoidance of doubt, the Flag Officers may take part in such a vote, subject to Articles which cover conflicts of interest)
In the event of an objection from the General Committee pursuant to Bye-law 5.4 above, 
if the candidate still wishes to be considered, the matter shall be put to the Membership via an online yes/no ballot. 
If they candidate no longer wishes to stand, the Flag Officers shall propose another candidate from the nominations or restart the process, and may also co-opt a person to temporarily fill the role of Director, pursuant to Article XXX

Management of the Club is vested in the Flag Officers, pursuant to Article 26
[bookmark: _Hlk175588959]The President of the Club shall be the Earl of Plymouth and for the avoidance of doubt, the President shall not be a Director 
[bookmark: _Ref177052964]The Vice-President of the Club shall be appointed by the General Committee from time to time 
In accordance with Article 36, the Flag Officers may set up and delegate any of their powers and functions to Committees and other bodies, provided always that the following Committees shall exist:  [NOTE: THAT THE CLUB CAN ADD OTHER COMMITTEES TO THIS LIST]
the General Committee, whose purpose is to: 
Implement the Club’s strategy by ensuring that the work of all the Committees below the Flag Officers is co-ordinated and has the aim of delivering the Club’s Object
Provide advice to the Flag Officers
[bookmark: _Hlk180392941]The Sailing Committee, whose purpose is to promote and co-ordinate sailing in the Club
The Rowing Committee, whose purpose is to promote and co-ordinate rowing in the Club


[bookmark: _Ref175589012][bookmark: _Hlk175406710]Composition, Election to, and Terms of Reference of the General Committee
Composition
The Flag Officers and the Vice-President shall be ex officio members of the General Committee 
Unless determined otherwise by the Flag Officers, all Chairs (Acting or otherwise) of Club Committees shall be ex officio members of the General Committee. For the purposes of this Bye-law, the term Chair shall include the Captain of the Rowing Club and the Sailing Secretary. 
[bookmark: _Ref175404809][bookmark: _Ref175406152]There shall also be up to six members of the General Committee, who may be Members from any class of Membership, elected by the Membership in accordance with Bye-law 6.5.2 below 
[bookmark: _Ref175406256][bookmark: _Hlk177052425]The General Committee may appoint any Member of the Club from any class of Membership to fill a vacancy in the roles specified in Bye-law 6.5.1.3 above. The term of office of a member of the General Committee appointed in this way shall end at the next AGM
The General Committee may co-opt any Member of the Club from any class of Membership to the General Committee, to fulfil a specific short-term purpose. The term of office of a member of the General Committee appointed in this way shall be at the discretion of the Committee but may not be for more than three years.
[bookmark: _Ref175406036]Elections to the General Committee
Pursuant to Bye-law 6.5.1.3 above, the six elected members of the General Committee shall be elected as follows:
In the case that there are vacancies on the General Committee or will be vacancies at the planned date of the next AGM, then the Secretary shall issue a call for nominations at least six weeks before the planned date of the AGM
Each nomination must be:
received by the Secretary no less than two weeks after the call for nominations, 
supported by two Full Members, such support to be indicated in writing to the Secretary
accompanied by a statement setting out the candidate’s relevant skills and experience 
In each election the voting shall be by single transferable vote (STV), conducted by an online ballot, such ballot to: 
open no less than four weeks before the planned date of the AGM and 
close no later than two weeks before the planned date of the AGM and
include provision to print the ballot paper and provide it to the Secretary’s office in hard copy
In the event of a tie in any vote, the Commodore shall have a casting vote
In the event that the number of nominations received is less than the number of vacancies, the Flag Officers may appoint any Member of the Club, from any Class, to the role
Terms of Office of members of the General Committee
Subject to Bye-law 6.5.1.4 above, the terms of office of members of the General Committee who do not hold ex officio roles shall be three years, at the end of which term they are eligible for election for another term of three years 
No individual shall be eligible for election to the General Committee if they have served six or more years continuously unless a year has elapsed between the end of their last term of office and the planned date of the next AGM
Terms of Reference of the General Committee
[bookmark: _Hlk175406399][bookmark: _Hlk177052712]Other terms of reference of the General Committee, such as the frequency of meetings, minute taking and so on shall be as prescribed by the Flag Officers or the General Committee itself as appropriate, and shall be published and maintained on the Club website .
Terms of References of other Committees.

[bookmark: _Hlk180507325]Throughout the Sailing bye-laws, references to “the Club” refer to Penarth Yacht Club
Membership: 
[bookmark: _Ref186807560][bookmark: _Hlk186807197]'Sailors' means Members of the Club who have been afloat as a member of the crew of any sailing, vessel or vessel used in the support of sailing other than a vessel for which they have paid a fee or a charge. 
 'Boat Owners' are Members of the Club who own a sailing or motor vessel.
Register of sailing craft 
Any Member of the Club owning a Yacht, sailing boat or other craft wishing to have their boat entered in the Club Register and to fly the Club Burgee must give their name to the Secretary, together with the name and description of their craft.

The Management of Sailing shall be vested in a Sailing Committee 
Composition 
[bookmark: _Ref180508104]The Committee shall include:
The Honorary Secretary; and
Up to eight other sailing Members of the Club (as defined in Bye-law 7.1.1 above), (who shall not necessarily be boat owners); and
The Flag Officers, ex officio

Elections for all Sailing Committee roles except those held ex officio shall be held at the Annual Meeting of the Sailors and Boat Owners, and the results announced at that meeting 
[bookmark: _Hlk180508318][bookmark: _Hlk180508386][bookmark: _Hlk180685766]The Sailing Committee may appoint any sailing Member of the Club to fill a vacancy on the Committee
Terms of Office
A term of office for members of the Sailing Committee, except those whose roles are held ex officio, shall be one year or part thereof, ending at the next Annual Meeting of the Sailors and Boat Owners
Annual Meeting of the Sailors and Boat Owners
The Annual Meeting of the Sailors and Boat Owners shall be held no later than four weeks before the date of the Penarth Yacht Club Annual General Meeting that year and its date and time shall be displayed on Club notice boards at least seven clear days prior to such meeting
The provisions set out for proxy voting in the Articles of Association of Penarth Yacht Club shall apply to the Annual Meeting of the Sailors and Boat Owners. 
Members of the Club may attend the Annual Meeting of the Sailors and Boat Owners
Only Sailors (as defined in Bye-law 7.1.1 above) may vote at the Annual Meeting of the Sailors and Boat Owners, or in any ballot of the Sailing section
Running the Sailing Committee
[bookmark: _Hlk175496737]The Committee will meet at least four times a year and at least quarterly.
Three people shall constitute a quorum and should include the Sailing Secretary or delegated representative.
Minutes shall be taken of each meeting, and an approved copy of the minutes shall be sent to the Yacht Club Secretary as a record.
Reporting to Penarth Yacht Club
The Committee shall prepare a report for each meeting of the General Committee and for the AGM of the Club. Either report may be given orally.
Races and Regattas 
[bookmark: _Hlk180344379]In the event of the Sailing Club holding any Race or Regatta the Sailing Committee shall agree a programme and appoint officers for carrying it out. These officers shall hold office only for the purpose of such Race or Regatta.
Housing of Boats
The permission of the Sailing Committee must be obtained annually for the housing of boats on the property of the Club. 
The General Committee shall fix the scale of charges for boat accommodation and a list of such charges shall be placed on the Club Notice Boards. 
Any owner must remove their boat from the boathouse on receiving 28 days’ notice from the Sailing Committee and in default of such removal the Sailing Committee shall have power to remove the boat and store it at the expense and risk of the owner, who shall be notified of the removal. 
If the owner does not remove the boat from storage within one month of the giving of such notice then the Flag Officers may dispose of the boat and apply the proceeds if any to defray the expenses of such removal and storage, and shall hold the balance if any in the General Current Account for payment to the owner on demand after deduction therefrom of any other monies owed to the Club.
Precedence on slipway
Full precedence for the use of the slipways shall at all times be given to Sailing and Rowing Boats. 
Indemnity 
No boat may be stored on the Club premises (whether in the boathouse, the compound or elsewhere) or sailed in any race or other event organised by or under the auspices of the Club, unless there is in force in respect of that boat comprehensive insurance with a company authorised to carry on insurance business of the appropriate class in England and Wales. 
This insurance shall include cover for such figure in respect of injury to persons or property involving the boat as shall from time to time be resolved by the Sailing Committee. 
A Boat Owner shall, if so required by the Sailing Committee, produce evidence of such insurance and that it is in force. 
Damage
[bookmark: _Hlk180754262]The skipper of any boat owned by the Club shall report to the Sailing Secretary or their representative any damage or fault in equipment.
Personal injury 
Any non-minor injury shall be reported to the Sailing Secretary or their representative and a written record made in the Accident Book. The Accident Book is kept in the Secretary’s Office. If there are any doubts over the seriousness of a minor injury then said injury must be reported and recorded, as above.
Storage 
The use of the Club Boathouse for storage is subject to accommodation being available and not required by Club Sailing or Rowing Boats. 
[bookmark: _Hlk175495371]Club Sailing Dinghies
Members may use Club sailing dinghies for sailing as the Committee may from time to time decide. The current requirements will be displayed on the Club’s notice boards. Members must enter the required details in the Register on each occasion.
[bookmark: _Hlk180754986]The Sailing Rules shall be:
World Sailing Racing Rules of Sailing for the applicable period, 
Those prescribed by the Royal Yachting Association, 
Club sailing instructions, and such additions as the Sailing Committee may from time to time deem it advisable to make to meet local circumstances
These documents shall be published on the Club’s website.
Safety
Anyone taking part in sailing activities must abide by Standard Operating Procedures and Sailing Instructions, which must be compliant with RYA requirements and approved by the Directors. 
The Sailing Committee shall prepare or review annually a sailing risks assessment which must be compliant with RYA requirements and approved by the Directors
These documents shall published on the club website.

The Power to Alter, Add or Repeal Sailing Bye Laws 
The Sailing Committee may submit to the Directors any request to alter, add to or repeal the Sailing Bye Laws, which shall be dealt with in accordance with Section 42 of the Articles of Association.

In this bye-law, the Rowing section shall be called the Penarth Rowing Club or the Rowing Club, and any references to “the Club” shall refer to the Penarth Yacht Club 
Rowing Colours of the Penarth Rowing Club shall be red, amber and black. 
Membership: Eligibility 
Membership of Penarth Rowing Club is open to all Members of the Club
No person shall be eligible for membership of the Rowing Club who is not an amateur in accordance with British Rowing and Welsh Rowing’s definition of an amateur, and who is not willing to be bound by the policies and procedures of British Rowing and Welsh Rowing. 
The Rowing Committee
Composition
[bookmark: _Hlk180508473]The Management of the Penarth Rowing Club shall be vested in a Rowing Committee  
[bookmark: _Ref180685481]The Flag Officers shall be ex officio Members of the Rowing Committee 
[bookmark: _Hlk183345730]In addition to the ex officio Members of the Rowing Committee, the Committee shall consist of the Rowing Captain, the Rowing Vice-Captain, the Rowing Secretary and up to five other Members of the Club
The Officers of the Rowing Club shall comprise the Rowing Captain, the Rowing Vice-Captain, and the Rowing Secretary
The Rowing Committee may appoint any Member of the Club to fill a vacancy on the Committee
Elections and appointments to the Rowing Committee
[bookmark: _Hlk180685515]Elections for all Committee roles except those of the ex officio Members shall be held at the Annual Meeting of the Rowing Club
Results of elections to the Committee shall be announced at the Annual Meeting of  the Rowing Club.  
[bookmark: _Ref183346280]Only Full Members of the Club may stand for positions on the Rowing Committee 
Terms of Office
A term of office for elected Members of the Rowing Committee shall be one year or part thereof, ending at the next Annual Meeting of the Rowing Club.  
Annual Meeting of the Rowing Club
The Annual Meeting of the Rowing Club shall be held no later than four weeks before the date of the Annual General Meeting of Penarth Yacht Club that year and its date and time shall be displayed on Club notice boards at least seven clear days prior to the Rowing Annual Meeting.
The provisions set out for proxy voting in the Articles of Association of Penarth Yacht Club shall apply to the Annual Meeting of the Rowing Club. 
The Annual Meeting of the Rowing Club may be held in person, virtually, or by a combination of the two, at the discretion of the Rowing Committee
[bookmark: _Ref183346186]Members of the Club may attend Rowing Club Annual Meetings but only Full Members of the Club may vote at such meetings or in any other ballot of the Rowing Club 
Running the Rowing Committee
The Rowing Committee shall meet at such times as shall be deemed necessary, for the proper conduct and administration of matters relating to the Rowing Club. 
Three Members of the Rowing Committee shall constitute a quorum, subject to at least two Officers being part of that quorum. 
Minutes shall be taken of each meeting, and an approved copy of the minutes shall be sent to the Yacht Club Secretary as a record.  
Reporting to the Club
The Committee shall prepare a report for each meeting of the General Committee, the Rowing AGM, and for the AGM of Penarth Yacht Club.  This report may be given orally.
	
Races and Regattas 
In the event of the Rowing Club holding any Race or Regatta the Rowing Committee shall agree a programme and appoint officers for carrying it out. These officers shall hold office only for the purpose of such Race or Regatta.
No Rowing Race run in accordance with British Rowing’s Rules of Racing shall be started without an Umpire.
Referee
The Rowing Captain or their representative shall have control over the crews and boats, and shall also be referee in all cases of dispute. 
If any dispute occurs in the absence of the Rowing Captain or their representative during rowing, the person in charge of the training session shall be the referee.
Equipment Damage 
The stroke (or single sculler, if applicable) of any rowing boat owned by the Club shall report to the Rowing Captain or their representative any damage or fault in equipment.
Personal Injury
Any non-minor injury shall be reported to the Rowing Captain or their representative and a written record made in the Accident Book. The Accident Book is kept in the Secretary’s Office. If there are any doubts over the seriousness of a minor injury then said injury must be reported and recorded, as above.
Crews for Racing
All crews for racing shall be composed of amateurs only, as defined by the Rules of British Rowing and Welsh Rowing, and shall be chosen by the Rowing Captain or their nominated representative, their names being submitted to the Rowing Committee for approval.
Restriction on Entries
No crew shall contest for any prize under the name of the Rowing Club without the sanction of the Rowing Committee.
Housing
The stroke (or single sculler, if applicable) shall have command of their crew and shall see that the boat is returned to the Boathouse and stowed properly. Any member of the Crew neglecting their instructions shall be reported to the Committee.
Limits
No Club boat shall be taken beyond the following seaward limits, without the permission of the Rowing Captain or their representative:
· Northern Limit - the entrance to Cardiff Docks, adjacent to Cardiff Bay Barrage.
· Southern Limit - the storm water drainage outlet at the base of the cliffs (approximately at the end of the cliff top housing on Whitcliffe Drive). 
· Seaward (Eastern) Limit - an imaginary line drawn between the  Rannie Buoy at Lavernock Point and the Outer Wrach Buoy off the end of the pier, towards Cardiff Bay. This imaginary line denotes the Western (shore side) extent of the main merchant shipping channel.
Signing-in sheet
All members partaking in Rowing and Training activities shall add their name and the date to the signing in sheet kept in the boathouse. No member shall be permitted to take a Club Boat on the water without writing their name and the date and time on the signing in sheet (or digital alternative) kept in the Boathouse for that purpose.
[bookmark: _Ref180754860]Permission to take a boat out
No boat shall be taken out on the water without the permission of the Rowing Captain or their representative and subject to such time limits as they may think fit to impose. No boat shall be transported away from the Penarth Yacht Club (or Barry Docks Rowing Centre) premises without the permission of the Rowing Captain or their representative.
Time
No Member or Members shall be allowed to take any Club boats for longer than two hours at a time without the permission of the Rowing Captain or their representative.
Every Club Boat shall be returned to the Boathouse by dusk or at 9.30 p.m. whichever is the earlier, unless the Crew make special arrangements with the Rowing Captain or their representative.
Non-Swimmers
No person unable to swim shall be allowed in outrigged boats.
Rowing Rules
The Rowing Rules shall be the British Rowing Rules of Racing and applicable Welsh Rowing policies and procedures, and such additions as the Rowing Committee may from time to time deem it advisable to make to meet local circumstances. 
The British Rowing Rules of Racing are available on the British Rowing website and the Welsh Rowing rules and Procedures are available on the Welsh Rowing website. Copies of both documents are displayed on the notice board in the Rowing boathouse.
Safety
Rowing Club Risk Assessments are displayed on the notice board in the Rowing boathouse. Copies of the Risk Assessments are kept in the Yacht Club Secretary’s office.
The Power to Alter, Add or Repeal Rowing Bye Laws 
The Rowing Committee may submit to the Directors any request to alter, add or repeal the Rowing Bye laws, which will be dealt with in accordance with Article 42 of the Articles of Association.
