Did You Know?  

• Popcorn really does “pop” because of science! 
Each popcorn kernel has a tiny drop of water inside. When 
it gets hot, the water turns into steam and builds up 
pressure—until POP! The kernel bursts open! 

• Ghost crabs (like Scoot!) are expert beach cleaners. 
In real life, ghost crabs help keep beaches healthy by 
eating tiny leftovers and helping recycle nutrients in the 
sand. 

• Trying new ideas is how learning happens. 
Scoot’s seaweed funnel cakes didn’t work out—but his 
popcorn idea did! Every mistake helps brains grow 
stronger and smarter. 

• Healthy beaches need clean sand. 
Too much trash (or popcorn!) can be a problem for 
animals. That’s why helping clean up after fun beach days 
is important. 

Big surprises can come from small ideas—especially when you 
don’t give up!
