Upon recommendation of the Town Supervisor: The Town Clerk will send all correspondence for any
State or Federal forms or notifications, with a Registered Return Receipt from the United States Post
Office (USPO). This will ensure legal proof that all correspondence was in officially sent and received
at its proper destination.

Upon recommendation of the Town Supervisor, the Town Board authorize to accept any deed, which is
donated to the Town of any property, which is subject to condemnation action. Further, if such part
requests, the town is authorized to issue a general relief to the property owner specific to that particular
property. Further, the Town board authorizes the Supervisor to make all documents/proceedings to
resolve such matters in the best interest of the Town as deemed proper by the Supervisor after
consultation with the Town Attorney.
