Grants are made on the basis of:

· Financial Need - This is the most important standard used in considering candidates
· How much the family is contributing financially
· How much the student is contributing financially
· Participation in after school employment or activities

The application process has five parts:

· The attached application 
· A copy of the completed FAFSA form and response, if it has been received
· A complete copy of all federal income tax forms filed by each parent for the previous year.  The copy of the return(s) must be signed.
· A copy of all information received from the college financial aid office
· A candidate interview with the Committee 

The Committee expects that the applicant and his/her family are pursuing financial aid from other available sources.  Financial aid resource information is available in the WHS College and Career Center.

The Committee anticipates that the applicant is, and will be, actively involved in paying for college with savings and employment.

If an award is made, checks will be written for the first year of college payable to the bursar of the school.  

An application will not be considered unless it is completely filled out and accompanied by complete tax and financial aid forms.  Exceptions may only be made with the prior approval of the Chairperson of the Scholarship Committee. In the event your financial aid package hasn’t been received, please complete the application as best as you can and supply the Committee with the information once it’s been received.	
The deadline for applications is May 22.  Applications should be returned to Alana Cross in the WHS Guidance Office.

Note to parents:  To ensure the fairest consideration of each candidate, please be frank in discussing the family’s financial situation with your child so that he/she can discuss the situation confidently in the interview.
