Skatīt visu LCPDFR is the original police change for the fourth car theft that makes the whole game, allowing you to play as a police officer for the first time ever.  Discontinued in 2014, with the release of GTA V on the computer,
LCPDFR version 1.1 is the final version of the change.  Please note that due to technical limitations, some features have been protected and others may not work properly at this time. LCPDFR has been terminated and nothing is officially supported.  It is provided solely for your nostalgic leadership. There are several
other considerations: LCPDFR does not support any versions of Windows XP. All previous versions of LCPDFR must be removed first. LCPDFR 1.1 must be installed on a clean installation of GTA IV: a full edition downloaded using a Rockstar launcher. The original release notes for LCPDFR are as follows As written in
2014.   LCPDFR Arrest 1.0 introduces an improved detention system, allowing the player to more easily detain multiple suspects at the same time. In addition to improvements for the player, LCPDFR 1.0 also introduces full NPC compliance with the detention system, allowing NPC officers to make arrests with adequate
animations, handcuffs and suspicious transport. The LCPDFR 1.0 API also introduces a brand new application programming interface (API).  You can use the LCPDFR API to make changes built into the same LCPDFR framework, allowing script developers to connect to LCPDFR functions and communicate with the key
components of LCPDFR.
