2 day (T/Th): Must be at least two and six months old by Sept (must turn 3 by 3/31/20) 
3 day (MWF): Must be at least three and two months by September (must turn 4 by 7/31/20) 
5 Day (M-F): Must be at least three and two months by September (must turn 4 by 7/31/20) 
 
Pre-Kindergarten Program (M-F):  
Must be at least four years and two months by Sept (must turn 5 by 7/31/20 and 4 by 7/31/19) 
Maximum of five years and two months by Sept (must turn 6 after 7/31/20 and 5 after 7/31/19) 
Note: Pre-k admission is based on age. Older children have priority.
