Celebrant:  Welcome to today’s mass. For those of you joining us for the first time, we are happy to have you here!  You will hear many familiar prayers, but there may be a few that are slightly different. WE are a bit different. We are independent Catholics, meaning that we are fully catholic, but independent of Rome. So that’s why you’ll see women and men at the altar, as all have an equal place here. So, without further delay, let us begin, +, In the name of the Father and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.


Priest:: Grace to you; and peace from God our Father, The Lord Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit.
R/ And also with you. 

Priest: Today’s mass… will be offered for… with the intentions of …  With prayerful and humble confidence, we trust in Our Lord’s answers to our requested needs. SILENT PAUSE

Priest: Let us now together prepare ourselves to celebrate the sacred mysteries by acknowledging our faults and requesting reconciliation together as we say: 

All say: I confess to you, most merciful God, in the presence of my brothers and sisters, that I have sinned, in my thoughts, words and deeds. I have not loved you with my whole heart, Lord God, nor my neighbor as myself. I acknowledge that these choices are through my own fault, so I beseech you Lord, and also to those here present, that I may have offended in some way, to please forgive me. Pour out your mercy on us all, Lord, as we heartily repent and request redirection to walk in your ways. We ask you this through Christ our Lord, Amen. 


(Priest):For peace now to reign in our hearts, Lord have mercy.
All: Lord have mercy.

(Priest): For peace in our country, Lord have mercy.
All: Christ have mercy.

(Priest): For peace in the world.
All: Lord have mercy.

Celebrant + May almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us our sins, and bring us to life everlasting, amen.


Priest: (Played or recited) Glory to God in the highest: 
All: And peace to His people on earth. 
Lord God, heavenly King, Almighty God and Father,
We worship you, we give you thanks, we praise you
For your glory.

Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father,
Lord God, Lamb of God, 
You take away the sins of the world:
Have mercy on us;
You are seated at the right hand of the Father;
Receive our prayer.

For you alone are the Holy One,
You alone are the Lord,
You alone are the Most High, Jesus Christ.
With the Holy Spirit,
In the glory of God the Father. Amen.

Priest: Let us pray: Let us open our ears and hearts to the thoughts and words and memories of those who have preceded us, and allow their combined wisdom to stimulate our minds and enrich our spirituality. We then become, my brothers and sisters, one in heart with them and with each other.

Let us also take together a moment of silence and retrospection to clear our minds and hearts, and to gratefully bless wherever we are this morning.( PAUSE ) May we now prayerfully listen with our shared presence to the sacred scriptures about to be opened for us in the Liturgy of the Word. 

Celebrant: Let us pray: (specific for each mass)
…… amen.
Please be seated for the 1st reading.
(These are different for every week)
!st reading… (typically old testament)
Responsorial psalm (sung or read)
2nd reading…(typically new testament)

Priest: Gospel acclamation: “Alleluia, Alleluia: May we each be transformed by the Divine gifting of the Holy Spirit  in our listening of the gospel words today. Alleluia, alleluia”. 


Priest: The Lord be with you.
R/And also with you.
Priest: A reading from the holy gospel, according to ….(while making the sign of the cross on head, lips and heart).
R/Glory to you, O Lord.

At the end of the gospel: 
Priest:This is the gospel of the Lord.  (kissing the book of the Gospels). 
R/Praise to you, Lord, Jesus Christ.

All are then seated.
Homily (Sermon by the Priest)

Profession of faith: (Nicene Creed)
Priest: “Please join us for the profession of faith. 
We believe in one God”, 
All: the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth,
Of all that is seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God,
Eternally begotten of the Father,
God from God, Light from Light, True God from True God.
Begotten, not made, one in Being with the Father.
Through Him all things were made.
For us men, and for our salvation, He came down from heaven:
(All bow during these two lines)
By the power of the Holy Spirit, He was born of the Virgin Mary, and became man.

For our sake, He was crucified under Pontius Pilate;
He suffered, died and was buried. On the third day,
He rose again in fulfillment of the scriptures;

He ascended into heaven and is seated at the 
Right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory
To judge the living and the dead, and His kingdom will
Have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,
Who proceeds from the Father and the Son. 
With the Father and the Son He is worshiped and glorified.

He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in one, holy, catholic and apostolic church.We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, And the life of the world to come. Amen.

The Kiss of peace and forgiveness. 

 Priest speaks the following words::  Since Our Lord has asked us to make peace with one another before we bring our gifts to the altar, let us take this time now, before our offertory gifting, to offer peace and forgiveness to those here present. 
Music can be played if desired during this time. 
Once everyone is back at their places, the reader for the Offertory intercessions approaches the ambo.

Offertory Intercessions: 
(Specific for each mass theme and typically read by the Celebrant or assigned reader. If none prepared, may use inspired options and also ask for special intentions from those present). Lord, in your mercy (after each prayer).
R/Hear our prayer.

Offertory hymn of choice played while altar being readied.

Priest: (Holding the host-bread in the paten at mid-chest level, says): We offer you, Lord, this gift of bread, received from your goodness. It is fruit from the earth that you have made for us, and has become a work of our human hands that you’ve created. It will become for us, the bread of life.
R/Blessed be God forever.

 

Priest:“By the mystery of this water and wine, may we come to share in the Divinity of Christ, who humbled himself to share in our humanity”.

Priest: (s/he says): Blessed are you, Lord God of all, for this gift of wine that we now offer you. A fruit from the vine that you have created for us, and has become a working of human hands. It will become for us, our spiritual drink. 
R/Blessed be God forever.

Priest: (says quietly, slightly bowed, with hands folded in prayer) May I be open to receive your blessing, Lord, with a grateful heart, so that I may worthily gift those here present to the loving altar sacrifice of the Eucharist, of Jesus, your son and the Lord God. 

Priest: Wash away my iniquity, O Lord, and cleanse me of my sins. 

Priest: Pray, my brothers and sisters, that our sacrifice today be pleasing to God, the almighty Father.

R/ May the Lord accept the sacrifice at your hands, for the praise and glory of his name, for our good, and the good of all His children.

Priest: Let us pray:Priest reads the Prayer over the offertory gifts specific for each mass celebration.


Eucharistic Prayer:
Priest: The Lord be with you.
R/ And also with you.

Priest: Lift up your hearts to give thanks to the Lord. 
R/ It is right to give Him thanks and praise.

>Preface-> (if not specific for feast may use this generically)

Priest: Father, all-powerful and ever-living God, it is right and good, to always and everywhere give you thanks. Your gifts of loving grace manifested through your son Jesus, provided us a human guide for all times and seasons. In addition, you sent an advocate, the Holy Spirit, to encourage, support and heal us in whatever needs we encounter. Your care for us is unfailing and unwavering.

Therefore, we joyfully praise you with the Angels, Archangels and all the company of heaven, along with all those having gone before us, as we in one voice now say:

R/Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might.
Heaven and earth are full of your glory.
Hosanna in the highest. Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the highest.


Priest: 
Lord, you are holy indeed, the fountain of all holiness.
Let your Spirit come upon these gifts to make them holy, 
So that they may become for us the body + and blood of our Lord, Jesus Christ.
Before he was given up to death, a death he freely accepted, he took bread and gave you thanks. He broke the bread, and gave it to his disciples, and said: (holding with both hands) 
Take this, all of you, and eat it:
This is my body, which will be given up for you.
When supper was ended, he took the cup. Again he gave you thanks and praise, gave the cup to his disciples, and said:
Take this, all of you, and drink from it:
This is the cup of my blood,
The blood of the new and everlasting covenant.
It will be shed for you, and for all, 
so that sins may be forgiven. 
Do this in memory of me.

Priest:  The Mystery of Faith:
R/Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again.

Priest: Therefore, as we celebrate the memorial of his death and resurrection, we offer you, Lord, the Bread of life and the Cup of salvation, giving thanks that you have held us worthy to be in your presence and minister to you.
Humbly we pray that, partaking of the Body and Blood of Christ, we may be gathered into one by the Holy Spirit.

Priest: Remember, Lord, your people, spread throughout the world, and bring her to the fullness of charity, together with our Bishops, Priests, Deacons, and all those who aspire to love as you have loved us. 
Remember also our brothers and sisters who have fallen asleep in the anticipation of the resurrection (especially …).  [Ed, Bill, Jim, Matt, Catherine]
And all who have died in your loving mercy: welcome them into the light of your face.
Have mercy on us all, we pray, with the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of God, with the blessed Apostles and all the saints who have pleased you throughout the ages; grant that we may become worthy to be co-heirs to eternal life, and may praise and glorify you through your son, Jesus Christ.

The Great Doxology
(Elevating the sacred elements) Through him, and with him and in him, O God almighty Father, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all glory and honor is yours, forever and ever.
R/Amen. 


Priest: Let us together pray the Our Father:
Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth, as it is in heaven.
Give us this day, our daily bread, and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory,forever and ever. Amen.

Priest:  (Breaks off a piece of the consecrated host, and places it in the precious blood while making a sign of the cross). May this mingling of the Body and Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ bring eternal life to us who receive it.

Prayer before communion:
Priest: Lord Jesus Christ, Son of the living God, who, by the will of the Father and the work of the Holy Spirit, through your death gave life to the world, free me by this, your most holy Body and Blood, from all my sins and from every evil; keep me always faithful to your commandments, and never let me be parted from you.

Priest: (Holding up the Eucharist and Precious Cup right underneath) This is the lamb of God, who takes away the sins of the world. Happy are those who are called to His supper.

Priest:Please join me in together praying:
R/ Lord, you have made me worthy by your death and love to receive you. You have spoken to my soul and my heart, and set me free.  

Priest: All are welcome to the table of the Lord. 
Here, at Living Spirit Catholic Community, our clergy are served last.
(Spiritual Communion prayer is said first for the benefit of those participating virtually. Then the communion song is announced and played.)

Communion is served to all using the intinction method. (The sacred host is served and the communicant dips the host into the precious blood and then consumes it in the presence of the priest.

Priest: Let us pray: Post communion prayer (specific for day) 

Priest: Please bow your heads for our final blessing:
1. According to the riches of God’s glory, 
May we be strengthened with might through the Holy Spirit.
R/Amen.
2. In our inner being, that being rooted and grounded in your love, O Lord, may we be given the wisdom to appreciate our God-given gifts.
R/Amen.
3. May the closeness that we feel with you now and with each other here, be a reflection of the unity you wish upon our world. May we continue to bring that unity forward in each of our comings and goings.
R/Amen.


Priest: And may the blessing of Almighty God, + Father, Son and Holy Spirit, come down upon all of us, and remain with us forever. This mass is now ended. The Divine Spirit dwells in us. Let us go forth in peace and love to serve the Lord and one other. 
R/Thanks be to God.

Recessional Hymn announced and played. 
Clergy kiss the altar after one verse and then depart.
