Data that shows the disproportionate exclusion rates for certain
groups suggests that either schools may be failing to adequately
support certain learners, or that behaviour management systems
inadvertently discriminate against some pupils.

Pupils with Special Educational Needs are overrepresented in
exclusion figures but pupils who have special educational needs and
do not have formal support plans, such as an Education, Health and
Care Plan (EHCP) or Statement, face a considerably higher rate of
permanent exclusions than their peers with formal support plans.

The number of children being excluded from secondary schools in
London is increasing year-on-year. The rise in exclusions is due, in
part, to the rise in support required for an increasing number of
children with complex needs and the difficulties that some schools

have in meeting them.

There are growing concerns about the possibility that some under
achieving pupils and those with complex needs are being officially or
unofficially excluded to relieve financial pressure or boost school

performance measures.
