It’s Time to change the Parent Game!!! It’s time to Potty TRAIN!!!
Here it at Just Kids it is our goal for your child to be successful in all areas of their growth and development. For the two year old, it begins with POTTY TRAINING!! 
First,  When is it time to begin?
Development and the child 
The potty training “window” for a typical developing child begins at 24 months to 27 months and ends at 30 to 36 months. This is a “window of time” when children’s internal growth (the bladder and sensations) and cognitive(mental) ability meet. At this point the child is able to learn what it takes to go to the potty independently.
                                        WE DON’T WANT TO MISS THIS WINDOW!  
Second, What potty training does for the child?
1. The child learns independence and feels a sense of accomplishment and approval when the potty goal is reached.
2. The child sees their accomplishment and desires to continue in their independence and continue to learn new things.
3. The child accomplishes a developmental milestone with success and it enhances development in ALL other areas.
Third, What Potty training does for you as a parent?
1. The parent is able to use the money spent for pullups/diapers for other household needs.
2. The parent is able to have move more effectively through the day when they are at home because the child is more independent and can communicate their independence. 
Lastly, What we need from you as the parent?
1. Communicate with teacher each day. 
2. Check your child’s chart and see the time average for the day. This gives you an amount of time between each potty success. Example: the child goes to the bathroom 5 times per day. The average amount of time between each potty is 25 minutes and the last potty time when you picked up your child is 5:45.  22 to 23 minutes is the window of time to put the child on the potty and wait 2 to 3 minutes.
3. Be Consistent.
4. Praise your child’s potty training success.
5. Celebrate the success together each time your child  meets the potty window
 Success comes when you as the parent and the classroom teacher working together !
             When you end the Parent Game and get on the POTTY TRAIN , not only will you see your child succeed with the developmental milestone of potty training but these skill will then begin to transfer to other areas of development in the child.
