Initiating at 70%, the percentage of male British drivers remained unchanged in the first 5 years before climbing up steadily to reach its peak of 80% in the year 2006. Notably, growth was more dramatic in the proportion of female license holders, nearly doubling from its initial baseline at 30% after the 30-year period. → body 1 ổn nha 

As regards 17-20-year-olds who registered for driving licenses, the figure fell in both genders, with women dropping more sharply from 30% to merely one fifth after 10 years, compared to that of men decreasing by just 5% from its starting point of 50% in 1996.  → ổn nha
