As WRD, I will support knowledge exchange on EDIIA curriculum delivery and build shared resources that strengthen Indigenous medical education and health‑equity teaching.

Improving Communication Through Western Regional Round Tables 

Effective regional governance relies on consistent communication. I will continue hosting recurring biweekly Round Tables with standing calendar invites and shared agendas to support collaboration, information exchange, and collective problem‑solving.
