The Library shall be divided into fictional and non-fiction (information) resources with all shelves and bays labeled clearly. (see section: Marks and Guides) Classification refers to the manner in which books are organized. Fiction - this can be divided into fiction books and photographs and is usually arranged alphabetically with the author's last name. It is
most useful to keep works by a writer together and create a special book-changing display on a different theme. ( e.g. display in India includes information books from classification number 954; folklore stories (398.54) and fiction set in India. Picture books are often stored in better boxes. Non-fiction books or information - a standard system used in schools,
as in most British public libraries, is the Dewey Decimal Classification, which divides knowledge into 10 numbered categories. There is a simplified Dewey guide for primary schools and this, along with training, is usually available from the School Library Service. Some schools also use colored labels to show vast categories - for example religion 200s =
Mauve, 900s Orange = History and Geography. In addition to using subjects and keywords looking for library management systems, it is useful for teachers to have alphabetical subject guides, either as booklets in the library or as wall charts. The catalogue refers to the manner in which books are recorded. Given this now (almost always) on the library
management system, the structure for this is provided. It usually includes details of authors, titles, publishers, dates, series and keywords. This data can be downloaded from the central database (see section: Library management system) once ISBN books are included. The Wikipedia list article Dewey Decimal Classification (DDC) is structured around ten
major classes covering the entire world of knowledge; Each major class is structured into ten parts of the hierarchy, each of which has ten sections increasing specifications. [1] As a DDC library classification system arranged by discipline, not subjects, so topics such as classified clothing based on disciplinary treatment (the psychological influence of clothing
at 155.95, customs related to clothing in 391, and fashion design clothing at 746.92) within the conceptual framework.
