10 Things God Asked
of Mothers

After last Sunday’s article on “10 things that God tells fathers to do”, a member asked me to

share a similar writeup on the role of mothers.

1. Be one with her husband - Matthew 19:4-6
‘Therefore a man shall leave his father and his
mother and hold fast to his wife, and the two
shall become one flesh'.

2. Submit to her husband - Ephesians 5:22-33
Wives, submit to your own husbands, as to the
Lord.

3. Love her husband and children - Titus 2:4
train the young women to love their husbands
and children.

4. Refrain from gossip - 1 Timothy 3:11 Their
wives likewise must be dignified, not slanderers,
but sober-minded, faithful in all things.

5. Respect her husband - Ephesians 5:33 let
the wife see that she respects her husband.

6. Cultivate good character - Titus 2:4-5 And
so train the young women to love their husbands
and children, to be self-controlled, pure, working

at home, kind, and submissive to their own
husbands, that the word of God may not be
reviled.

7. Focus on building the family - Proverbs 14:1
The wisest of women builds her house, but folly
with her own hands tears it down.

8. Be a partner (helpmate) to her husband -
Genesis 2:18 Then the Lord God said, “It is not
good that the man should be alone; I will make
him a helper fit for him.”

9. Not quarrelsome - Proverbs 25:24 It is better
to live in a corner of the housetop than in a
house shared with a quarrelsome wife.

10. Do good to her husband - Proverbs 31:10-
31 An excellent wife who can find? She is far
more precious than jewels. The heart of her
husband trusts in her, and he will have no lack
of gain. She does him good, and not harm, all
the days of her life.
