2. The transportation and hotels used by our company, such as airplanes, ships, trains, or buses, 
have different safety and liability regulations regarding passenger safety and lost luggage. In 
cases of lost luggage, accidents, or property loss, the rules set by these organizations will be 
the basis for resolution, and our company will not be responsible or liable in any way. 

3.  In the case of special circumstances such as severe weather, strikes, typhoon impacts, lost 
documents, full hotel capacity, flight cancellations or delays, political unrest, epidemics, or other 
sudden uncontrollable events requiring changes or cancellations of the itinerary, 
accommodations, or transportation, goEUgo reserves the right to make decisions based on the 
situation.

2. Most attractions points in Europe cannot be reached directly by coaches, and will require 
participants to travel on foot. If the participants are of limited mobility, this tour may not be 
suitable for you. We cannot offer compensation or refunds for missed attractions, so please 
think twice before joining the tour. Once the booking is completed, it also means accepting the 
terms and conditions set by the tour operator. 

3. Tour managers and drivers are your hosts during the tour. They will help you explore and make 
the most of your time. Their passion for travel and local knowledge will enrich your holiday 
experience. Gratuity is paid directly to the tour manager and driverwhen the tour is over. We 
have set a obligatory tip of € 10 / £ 10 per passenger per day during your tour. Please prepare 
cash as a token of your appreciation.  

4. Present your Booking Voucher to the tour manager when you board the coach. goEUgo cannot 
allow delays by a single passenger or group. A participant’s negligence and late arrival can 
result in missed connections for other passengers. In case of emergencies, please call our 
emergency numbers as printed on your Booking Voucher. 

5. Participants are responsible for carrying valid travel documents (passport) and visas, with a 
validity period of no less than six months from the departure date. In any situation or for any 
reason, if entry is refused by immigration (customs), our company will not be held responsible. 
All losses incurred will be the sole responsibility of the participant, and no refund of the tour fees 
will be provided. 

6. Please avoid bringing valuables and precious jewellery. Keep all your valuable personal 
belongings with you, this includes passport and money. The tour company, driver and the tour 
manager will not be responsible for any losses incurred. 

7. All tour participants must abide by the laws of the countries they visit. It is strictly prohibited to 
carry contraband or illegal goods for profit. Smoking is strictly forbidden in all public spaces and 
indoor areas across Europe, including hotel rooms, with fines reaching up to thousands of euros.

After leaving the group, all 
actions taken by the participant are entirely their own responsibility, and our company will bear 
no further responsibility. 
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11. If the departure time of a flight or bus is delayed due to mechanical failure or traffic congestion, 
resulting in changes to the itinerary or the cancellation of activities, participants may not object 
or withdraw from the tour. In cases of severe weather, strikes, or unexpected incidents that 
cause itinerary delays, participants may not demand compensation or a refund of the tour fees. 

12. The tour itinerary is for reference purposes only. Our company will make appropriate 
adjustments to the tour schedule and accommodation based on actual conditions. This may 
include the possibility of cancellations due to site closures for holidays or local festivals. 
Participants are expected to accept these changes without objection. 

13.  If participants who do not know each other are assigned to share a room by our company, the 
personal character and behavior of the individuals are entirely their own responsibility and are 
not related to our company. In the event of any disputes, our company will not intervene.

PRECAUTIONS FOR FREE TRANSFERS SERVICES 
1. The free airport transfer service is only available for guests who have booked pre-tour or post-

tour hotels, and is only applicable between the specified airports and the hotels arranged by 
our tour. 

2. The free airport transfer service is only available at the following airports: Paris (CDG), London 
(LHR), Frankfurt (FRA), Barcelona (BCN), Madrid (MAD), Copenhagen (CPH), Amsterdam 
(AMS), Budapest (BUD), Rome (FCO), Vienna (VIE), Prague (PRG), Lisbon (LIS) (only post-
hotel drop-off), Oslo (OSL), Stockholm (ARN). 

3. The free airport transfer service is only available to guests who have booked pre-tour or post-
tour hotels, and must be reserved at least 7 days before departure. Once successfully booked, 
the record will be shown on the Tour Voucher. 

4. The free airport pickup service will only wait at the designated airport meeting point during the 
specified time. Late arrivals will not be accommodated. If the guest does not show up at the 
reserved time, the driver will not notify or wait for the guest. For detailed airport pickup 
schedules, please refer to the Pre/Post-Tour Hotel – Free Airport Transfer Timetable for each 
route. 

5. The free airport pickup service bus may carry guests speaking different languages and joining 
different tour routes, and may stop at multiple pre-tour hotels. Guests should pay attention to 
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their designated pre-tour hotel (hotel name shown on the tour voucher), and must disembark 
and collect their luggage themselves upon arrival. 

6. The free airport drop-off service will only pick up guests from the post- hotel at the designated 
time. Please be punctual; late arrivals will not be accommodated. If the guest does not show 
up at the reserved time, the driver will not notify or wait for the guest. For detailed post-tour 
hotel drop-off schedules, please refer to the Pre/Post-Tour Hotel – Free Airport Transfer for 
each route. 

7. If you cannot find the goEUgo transfer driver at the designated time and location, do not panic!

8. The free airport transfer service is a group-based service. The driver is only responsible for 
transfers between the airport and the group hotel and is not informed about any other tour-
related matters. Please choose your travel time according to your flight schedule. If you miss 
your flight,goEUgo is not liable under any circumstances. 

9. Each guest is allowed a maximum of two pieces of luggage (one carry-on and one checked 
suitcase). If the luggage exceeds the limit, an additional service fee of 20 EUR per item will be 
charged. 

10. If guests wish to have transfer services at other times, they may opt for paid airport transfer 
services. 

 
PRECAUTIONS FOR PAID TRANSFERS SERVICES 
1. The airport transfer service is a group pick-up and drop-off service. The driver is only 

responsible for the transfer from the airport to the group hotel and does not have any 
information regarding the goEUgo tour and tour group. 

2. Guests who have booked the airport transfer service should confirm that their name and 
telephone number are correct and up to date prior their departure. Please make sure guests’ 
mobile phone and mobile phone subscription can receive calls in Europe by enabling mobile 
phone roaming! 

3. After arrival at the destination airport, it will take guests at least 30 – 45 minutes to pick up their 
luggage and go through border control. The transfer driver will wait for the guests at the airport 
30 minutes after the arrival time of the guests at the airport. 

4. The waiting time at the airport of the driver for the client for the transfer service is maximum 90 
minutes after the arrival time of the flight, in case the waiting time is exceeded the driver may 
leave and is not liable for doing so. In the occurrence the driver needs to return to the airport 
to pick up the guests after the 90 minutes waiting time, a new service charge is applicable. If 
the flight is delayed by the airline and the transfer driver is not notified in a timely matter the 
transfer fee is non-refundable. Guests can try to claim compensation of the transfer fee from 
the airline themselves.  

5. Regardless whether guests need to pick up checked baggage or not, they should go to the 
correct flight baggage conveyor belt number in order use the correct exit of the arrival hall and 
not take a random exit. The driver shall be waiting at the arrival hall exit of the designated flight 
with a name board of the registered client. If the guests are unable to find the driver with the 
correct name board, there is no need to panic. Client should remain in the area and call the 
emergency number +31-643 448 738 for inquiries. 

6. If the guests know their flight is delayed, changed, or cancelled, guests should send a SMS 
and/or call the emergency number +31-643 448 738 to amend the transfer arrangement. Our 
operations team will do its best effort to reschedule the transfer. However, there is no guarantee 
the transfer arrangement can be changed. The transfer fee is non-refundable whether the 
transfer arrangement can be amended or not. Client can try to claim compensation from the 
airline. If guests need assistance upon arrival, they can call our team on the emergency number. 

7. The transfer service from group hotel to the airport is arranged four hours prior to the scheduled 
flight departure time. If the guests experience any delay to its departure airport such as traffic 
jams, accidents, and other unforeseen events, our team will do its best efforts to solve the 
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situation. However, if guests are unable to board their flights due to a force majeure as 
mentioned above, goEUgo is not liable under any circumstances. 

8. The allowed number of baggage pieces per client is two pieces (one cabin baggage piece and 
one check-in baggage piece). Any other baggage pieces exceeding this number is subject to 
a surcharge fee of 20 euro per extra piece of baggage.

[Saturday] Paris → Reims → Luxembourg (420 km) 
The Red Line tour leaves from Paris for a delightful scenic journey through the rolling countryside of the Champagne 

region, famous for the sparkling white wine produced here. Enjoy seeing the historic attractions of provincial capital 

Reims, including the city’s cathedral – a key national heritage site, where coronations of French kings took place from 

the 11th century onwards. History and tradition are equally evident in your next location: Luxembourg, the world’s only 

remaining Grand Duchy. After arriving in refined Luxembourg city, you’ll be introduced on foot to the main places of 

interest, including the Place de Constitution and Pont Adolphe, before having time for further exploration on your own.

Your day in Rome starts with a visit to the famous Colosseum, built in AD 72. History comes to life as you imagine 

yourself witnessing gladiatorial combat inside the spectacular Amphitheatre. After the Colosseum, get up close to the 

nearby Arch of Constantine, which dates back to the fourth century AD. We will then visit the magnificent Reunification 

Memorial Hall, the Victor Emmanuel II National Monument, which was built to honour King Victor Emmanuel II who 

unified Italy. Afterwards, you are heading to the smallest country in the world, The Vatican City, which lies at the heart 

of the Italian capital. Here you’ll marvel at St Peter’s Basilica, home to Pope Francis and arguably the most significant 

site in Christianity. The exquisitely beautiful Basilica has been present here for almost 1,700 years and contains a 

bewildering collection of paintings, frescoes and design crafted by some of humanity’s most famous artists, which you 

can explore. In the afternoon we’ll depart for Florence, known as the cradle of culture.

[Wednesday] Arezzo → Florence → Pisa → Genoa nearby city (250 km) 

Your voyage of cultural discovery continues as you get to know Florence, the birthplace of the Italian Renaissance and 

home to some fabulous architecture and fine art. Begin the day by taking in a wonderful panoramic overview of the city 
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from Piazzale Michelangelo, which boasts glorious vistas over the red roofs, Arno River and ancient city walls out 

towards the surrounding countryside.

From here you can opt to 
board a cable car that takes you to the summit of the impressive Mount Titlis. To reach the top of the permanently 
snow-covered Mt. Titlis you take three different gondolas. You’ll ascend the last stage by the world’s first revolving 
gondola, the Titlis Rotair, which delivers spectacular views of the valleys, glaciers, lakes and forests below, and 360˚ 
vistas of the surrounding mountains. At the summit the sun terrace is the perfect place to pause and appreciate the 
breath-taking panoramas. Other highlights include walking across Europe’s highest suspension bridge for more 
phenomenal views from Mt. Titlis. Your next destination is Lucerne. Lucerne is a picturesque city of bridges and towers 
located in what many people believe to be the “true” Switzerland – picture-postcard mountains, lakes, cowbells, Alpine 
villages and meadows full of edelweiss flowers. Here you will have time to wander through the charming streets, and 
see the famous Lion Monument, which Mark Twain once described as “the most mournful and moving piece of stone 
in the world”. This is a great place to get souvenirs like Swiss watches and fine chocolates, before travelling to the 
overnight stop of Zurich.

[Saturday] Madrid → Zaragoza (320 km)  

The Yellow Line tour starts from the capital of Spain, Madrid, where you will pass by the Cibeles Fountain, and then 
arrive and visit Plaza Mayor, Piazza di Spagna, and Royal Palace of Madrid. The Royal Palace of Madrid was built 
by the Spanish Royal Family, showing the magnificent and splendid former empire and its historical grandeur. Then 
you’ll arrive at the Puerta del Sol, a public square in Madrid. You can find the Km 0 square tile on the pavement, which 
represents the Puerta del Sol, the centre of the radial network of Spanish roads. In the afternoon, we say farewell to 
Madrid and head to Zaragoza.

The Basilica venerates the Blessed Virgin Mary, praised as "Mother of the Hispanic 
People". It is reputed to be the first church dedicated to Mary in history. There are a lot of coffee shops and restaurants 
around the Basilica.  
Overnight stay in Zaragoza or city nearby  

 

[Sunday] Zaragoza → Barcelona  (300 km)  

In the morning, depart for the famous coastal city of Barcelona, Spain. Upon arrival, explore the vibrant and charming 

city, including the following sights: the Columbus Monument and La Rambla Boulevard. Then, visit Barcelona's most 

iconic landmark, the Sagrada Família, a masterpiece by the architectural genius Antoni Gaudí, known as the "Poet of 

Architecture." Afterward, stop by Camp Nou stadium for an exterior photo opportunity and to purchase souvenirs. 

(Note: The stadium is undergoing major renovations starting from June 2023, lasting about two years, and interior 

visits will not be possible.) Next, visit the Olympic Stadium on Montjuïc Hill, which hosted the 1992 Olympic Games. 

From the hilltop, enjoy a panoramic view of the city. The remaining time will be free for exploring the bustling Plaça de 

Catalunya. After dinner, return to the hotel. 

Accommodation: Barcelona or nearby cities (During peak season, due to crowd control and long lines at Sagrada 

Família, it is recommended to book tickets online in advance at https://sagradafamilia.org/en/home/. Suggested visiting 

time: between 14:00-14:30.) 

[Monday] Barcelona → Valencia → Alicante (525 km) 

After having breakfast at the hotel, you’ll leave Barcelona for Spain’s third largest city, Valencia. In Valencia's history, 
the city was celebrated as the gateway to the Mediterranean. It’s commercially and culturally rich, with Moorish and Arab 
culture and food. Although today’s Valencia is less prominent, it’s still an important city for large commerce exhibitions 
and trade fairs to be held in throughout the year. Upon arrival, you will visit the Modernisme Plaza of the City Hall of 
Valencia, Valencia’s Ancient City Gates and the Valencia Cathedral, where the true Holy Grail is preserved, a photo 
stop at Ciudad de las Artes y las Ciencias. After the tour the day is rounded off with a drive into Alicante.  
Overnight stay in Alicante or city nearby  
 

[Tuesday] Alicante → Mijas→ Granada (554km) 

In the morning, you depart for the city of Granada on the plateau of the Andalusian province. This historic city has 
been ruled by the Visigoths and Arabs. It became the last stronghold of the Arab dynasty during its eight-hundred-year-
long rule of the Iberian Peninsula. In the 15th century, King Ferdinand successfully expelled the Arabs and managed to 
unite Spain. You would enter and visit the Alhambra, a Moorish citadel and palace, also known as the Red Palace. 
Alternatively, heading to visit the old city of Granada, with its exquisite and delicate architecture. Following that, embark 
on a drive to the Mijas, a self-paid group activity, to visit famous white village and winding streets, charming nooks and 
crannies, flower decked house and numerous tiny squares.

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[Wednesday] Granada → Ronda → Seville (312km) 

In the morning, Embark on a self-paid group activity in the morning and head to Ronda, the birthplace of Spanish 
bullfighters. Ronda proudly holds the distinction of being home to Spain's oldest bullring, where the love, hatred, and 
passion of the fighters of that era were witnessed. Despite its seemingly serene facade, Ronda emanates a vibrant 
Spanish charm that is unmatched. The town's romantic and peaceful white houses perched on the dramatic cliffs serve 
as a testament to its allure.  Then tour will go northbound to the largest city of the autonomous region of Andalusia, 
Seville. This city was the capital of the Muslim dynasty, considered to be the guardian angel of culture in Andalusia and 
the birthplace of the flamenco dance. Seville is the primary setting of many operas, of which the best known is Bizet’s 
Carmen. As the fourth largest city in Spain, it has hosted the Universal Exposition of Seville in 1992. Upon arrival, you 
will visit the Seville Cathedral, the largest Gothic cathedral and the third-largest church in the world. Its completion 
dates back to the early 16th century and now the cathedral halls serve as the Royal Chapel, the burial place of the 
kings for over a century. The tomb of Christopher Columbus, who discovered the New World, is also in the church as 
a credit to the great navigator. From there onwards you will see the Alcázar of Seville, which used to be a Muslim 
palace and a Spanish Royal Palace. The upper levels of the Alcázar are still used by the royal family as the official 
Seville residence today, which makes it the oldest royal palace still in use in Europe. It was registered in 1987 by 
UNESCO as a World Heritage Site, along with the Seville Cathedral. We will walk to Santa Cruz, Torre del Oro (the 
Tower of Gold) and Maria Luisa Park, where the 1992 World Expo was located. In Plaza de España (Spain Square), 
you can admire crafted porcelain paintings, detailing the history and elegance of historical Spain.  
Overnight stay in Seville or city nearby

[Thursday] Seville → Lisbon (460 km)  

Today the tour departs for the capital and the largest city of Portugal, Lisbon. You are expected to arrive in Cabo da 
Roca (Cape Roca) in the afternoon. This is the most western extent of mainland Portugal and continental Europe. At 
the cape, you can see the enormous Atlantic Ocean surrounded by endless scenery. Don’t forget to buy the 
remembrance certificate to prove that you once set foot on the west point. Later we will head back to the Lisbon city 
centre and visit the Belém Tower and Jerónimos Monastery, both were classified a UNESCO World Heritage Site. 
The Belem Tower was important during the Age of Discovery, as this was the place where the ships would depart. The 
Jerónimos Monastery is one of the most prominent examples of Portuguese Late Gothic Manueline style of architecture 
in Lisbon. You will pass through the Marquis of Pombal Square and then stop at the Rossio Square for some free 
time. Those who are interested in Portuguese custard tarts can taste the authentic ones at a century-old bakery. 
Overnight stay in Lisbon or city nearby  

 

[Friday] Lisbon → Toledo → Madrid  (675 km) 

Today we will drive back to Madrid via Toledo, a World Heritage Site declared by UNESCO in 1986 for its extensive 

cultural and monumental heritage. This old city is located on a mountaintop, surrounded on three sides by a bend in 

the Tagus River, and contains many historical buildings. By strolling across the city, overlooking the Alcázar of Toledo 

and visiting the grand structure of the Toledo Cathedral, you will feel the bustling of Spain in the old time. Then take 

a well-earned rest as you sit back, drive through the breath-taking landscape of Spain and enjoy its rich palette of 

colours in natural surroundings, while you journey to Madrid.

【Thursday】 Paris→ Avignon （690 km） 

In the morning we will depart from Paris to arrive at the heart of the Provence, “Avignon,” in the evening. This region of 

France is very diverse with lively cities, winding mountains that will change its distinct views depending on the season 

of the year. Let’s take a break from the fashion and luxury of the big metropoles and head to the south of France. Enjoy 

the sceneries of picturesque small towns, wind down and appreciate nature and the rural culture. You will experience 

the romantic ambience of South France, visit Gordes, the most beautiful village of the Provence. Follow in Vincent van 

Gogh’s footsteps in the small town of Arles and taste the world-renowned mellow flavor of Bordeaux wine, and visit the 

shopping paradise that is Andorra.

The Palais des Papes (Palace of the Popes) and 

the Pont Saint-Bénézet, the broken bridge which is also know as Pont d’Avignon. The palace dates to the 14th century, 

with the support from the King of France the Roman church moved its capital thus making Avignon the second religious 

capital of the Roman-Catholic church.In the afternoon we will depart to visit Gordes, famous from A Year in Provence, 

the book, written by Peter Mayle.

This microstate is located between France and Spain in the 

eastern Pyrenees. The state is surrounded by mountains and rough terrain. Its capital, Andorra la Vella, is Europe’s highest 

capital with an elevation of 1,023 meters. Andorra is a popular destination for alpine skiing in Europe. Although most Asian 

travelers do not give Andorra much attention, it is certainly worth a visit with its beautiful sceneries. Also known for duty-

free shopping it is a shopping paradise. 

After lunch we will drive through the Pyrenees entering France arriving at the town of Lourdes. It its said that the Virgin 

Mary appeared at Lourdes some 150 years ago and since has become a place of pilgrimage with records of countless 

medical miracles. Each year over five million pilgrims visit the town.

【Tuesday】 Prague→Karlovy Vary→Dresden (308km） 

After gathering in Prague, proceed to visit the historic spa city of Karlovy Vary. The city is renowned for its abundant  hot 

springs, with 13 main springs and around 300 smaller springs. This location served as the filming site for the movies 

Casino Royale (007) and Last Holiday at the Grandhotel Pupp, known as the most luxurious high-class hotel in Eastern 

Europe.

(PLN) as its currency. In the capital city, Warsaw, modern buildings rise from the remnants of the past, creating a striking 

contrast between contemporary glass skyscrapers and historic architecture. Explore the post-war reconstructed Old 

Town, including the Royal Castle, the Market Square lined with restaurants and bars, and the iconic Mermaid Statue 

that symbolizes Warsaw. Stroll through the Barbican and ancient city walls to reach the New Town, where you can visit 

the house of Marie Curie, a two-time Nobel Prize laureate. The tour continues past the Presidential Palace to the Holy 

Cross Church, which holds the heart of composer Frédéric Chopin, and to the statue of astronomer Nicolaus 

Copernicus near the University of Warsaw. Finally, admire the Palace of Culture and Science, a gift from the Soviet

Afterward, we proceed to 

Kraków, Poland’s second-largest city and a former capital for 500 years. Kraków boasts a wealth of exquisite historical 

monuments, earning its place on the UNESCO World Heritage list. Upon arrival, explore the landmarks of the Old Town, 

including St. Mary's Basilica, the Market Square, the Cloth Hall, the Town Hall Tower, and St. Adalbert's Church.

Surrounding the square are various 

restaurants and cafés, perfect for enjoying a coffee and immersing yourself in the daily life of locals. Accommodation: In 

Brno or nearby cities.
