The Red Line tour leaves from Paris for a delightful scenic journey through the rolling countryside of the Champagne
region, famous for the sparkling white wine produced here. Enjoy seeing the historic attractions of provincial capital
Reims, including the city’s cathedral — a key national heritage site, where coronations of French kings took place
from the 11th century onwards. History and tradition are equally evident in your next location: Luxembourg, the world’s
only remaining Grand Duchy. After arriving in refined Luxembourg city, you'll be introduced on foot to the main places
of interest, including the Place de Constitution and Pont Adolphe, before having time for further exploration on your
own.

[Saturday] =B +Paris — Lucerne (650 km)

After boarding in Paris, sit back and enjoy a scenic journey across classic French countryside en route to
mountainous Switzerland.

Once on the island
you'll be led around some of Venice’s best-known locations, beginning in the Piazzo with the Basilica di San
Marco, a stunning piece of Byzantine architecture. You'll also see the legendary Bridge of Sighs, which appears on
many a postcard or picture of Venice and connects the old prison to the interrogation rooms in the Doge’s Palace.
Afterwards you’ll have a chance to see some traditional Venetian craftwork at close quarters with a demonstration by
Murano glassblowers; their exquisite creations make excellent souvenirs. Of course, the ultimate Venice activity is
to ride through the warren of waterways on a gondola, and for most people this optional excursion is a must. Step
on board, relax and enjoy this once-in-a-lifetime experience. Afterwards, you can wander through the ancient
winding alleys, and visit nostalgic cafés or restaurants to enjoy a variety of delicious foods. Transfer to Rome in the
afternoon.

Overnight stay in Rome or city nearby)

[Tuesday] =& +Rome — Vatican — Arezzo (280 km)

In the morning, depart to visit Rome’s famous landmarks, including the Arch of Constantine and the magnificent
Victor Emmanuel Il Monument. Then continue to Vatican City—one of the smallest countries in the world—where
you will visit St. Peter’s Basilica, the world’s largest church. Built during the European Renaissance, this masterpiece
brings together the finest achievements of Italy’s greatest architects and artists and took 120 years to complete.

Inside the basilica, you can see the
tomb of St. Peter, and Michelangelo’s renowned sculpture Pieta—the only work he ever signed—remains housed
within the church. In the afternoon, depart for Florence, known as the cradle of culture.

Overnight stay in Arezzo or city nearby

[Wednesday] Arezzo — Florence — Pisa — Genoa nearby city (250 km)

Your voyage of cultural discovery continues as you get to know Florence, the birthplace of the Italian Renaissance and
home to some fabulous architecture and fine art. Begin the day by taking in a wonderful panoramic overview of the city
from Piazzale Michelangelo, which boasts glorious vistas over the red roofs, Arno River and ancient city walls out
towards the surrounding countryside. Next you can see a demonstration of the traditional craft of leather working at close
quarters in a local workshop, and you’ll also have the opportunity to purchase some of the high-quality leather items for
which the city is famous. From here you'll enjoy a guided walk around Florence’s many highlights, including the Ponte
Vecchio over the Arno, the Piazza del Duomo and Campanile Tower. You'll pass the Uffizi Gallery, which contains
one of the most notable art collections in Florence. You’ll have free time to see the city further, to shop or to watch the
world go by from a street side cafe, before travelling on to your next destination, Pisa. Here you are free to wander, but
be sure to have your camera ready to get a shot of the iconic Leaning Tower, the famous bell tower in the ‘Square of
Miracles’, which also contains the centuries-old Cathedral and Baptistery, after that we are transferring towards a city
nearby Genoa in the late evening for stay. Please note we will not visit the city Genoa.

Overnight stay in Genoa or city nearby
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[Thursday] Genoa nearby city — Monaco — Nice — Cannes — Avignon or nearby city (450 km)

In the morning, we will depart for the French Riviera in the south of France. Around noon, we will arrive in the small
country of Monaco. Monte Carlo, a picturesque city between the mountains and the sea, is a glamorous destination and
a paradise for the world's wealthy.

[Friday] Avignon or nearby city — Dijon ( add in Apr 2026 ) —Paris*+H & (700 km)

Depart in the morning for Dijon, arriving around noon (add in Apr 2026). Since the early 11th century, Dijon has been
the capital of the Burgundy region, known as the “Capital of the Dukes of Burgundy” for its well-preserved monuments.
Its tranquility and simplicity are enchanting, and strolling among the ancient medieval architecture leaves visitors
reluctant to depart. Highlights to visit include: the Palace of the Dukes and Estates of Burgundy (the Fine Arts
Museum), Notre Dame, Liberty Street, Guillaume Gate (nicknamed the “Little Arc de Triomphe”), and the Frangois
Rude Square. You may also enjoy a glass of Burgundy wine to experience the proud local wine culture. In the
afternoon, continue via highway to Paris, with an expected arrival at dusk.

Overnight stay in Paris or city nearby (Longer drive this day. Starting in April, a visit to Dijon will be added.)

In Apr 2026, the Green Line itinerary adds a visit to Dijon; the 2025 itinerary remains unchanged, departing in the
morning directly for Paris without visiting Dijon.

After having breakfast at the hotel, you’ll leave Barcelona for Spain’s third largest city, Valencia. In Valencia's history,
the city was celebrated as the gateway to the Mediterranean.

Despite its seemingly serene facade, Ronda emanates a vibrant
Spanish charm that is unmatched. The town's romantic and peaceful white houses perched on the dramatic cliffs serve
as a testament to its allure. Then tour will go northbound to the largest city of the autonomous region of Andalusia,
Seville. This city was the capital of the Muslim dynasty, considered to be the guardian angel of culture in Andalusia and
the birthplace of the flamenco dance. Seville is the primary setting of many operas, of which the best known is Bizet's
Carmen. As the fourth largest city in Spain, it has hosted the Universal Exposition of Seville in 1992. Upon arrival, you
will visit the Seville Cathedral, the largest Gothic cathedral and the third-largest church in the world. Its completion
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dates back to the early 16th century and now the cathedral halls serve as the Royal Chapel, the burial place of the
kings for over a century. The tomb of Christopher Columbus, who discovered the New World, is also in the church as
a credit to the great navigator. From there onwards you will see the Alcdzar of Seville, which used to be a Muslim
palace and a Spanish Royal Palace. The upper levels of the Alcazar are still used by the royal family as the official
Seville residence today, which makes it the oldest royal palace still in use in Europe. It was registered in 1987 by
UNESCO as a World Heritage Site, along with the Seville Cathedral. We will walk to Santa Cruz, Torre del Oro (the
Tower of Gold) and Maria Luisa Park, where the 1992 World Expo was located. In Plaza de Espafia (Spain Square),
you can admire crafted porcelain paintings, detailing the history and elegance of historical Spain.

The day starts with a sightseeing tour of Copenhagen, capital of the Kingdom of Denmark. Reminiscent of childhood
memory fairy tales, Hans Christian Andersen’s "The Little Mermaid" is the inspiration for the famous statue which was
transported to the 2010 Shanghai World Expo and is a true symbol to the Danish people. Amalienborg, your next stop
is considered as one of the greatest works of Danish Rococo decoration. Constructed in the 1700’s, the architecture
consists of four identical palaces connected by a square. If you are lucky you will see the ceremonial changing of the
guards, an event that happens every afternoon.

[Tuesday] & +Prague—Karlovy Vary—Dresden (308km)

After gathering in Prague, proceed to visit the historic spa city of Karlovy Vary. The city is renowned for its abundant
hot springs, with 13 main springs and around 300 smaller springs. This location served as the filming site for the
movies Casino Royale (007) and Last Holiday at the Grandhotel Pupp, known as the most luxurious high-class hotel
in Eastern Europe. After sightseeing, we will cross the border to Germany to explore the historic city of Dresden.
Dresden is celebrated as one of Europe’s most beautiful cities and is often referred to as the "Florence on the Elbe."
Upon arrival, visit iconic landmarks such as the Dresden Frauenkirche (Church of Our Lady), the Procession of
Princes, the Dresden Castle (exterior), and Briihl's Terrace.

Juni (June 17th Street), the Victory
Column, the Reichstag (New Parliament Building), the iconic Brandenburg Gate, a symbol of the city’s reunification,
and more. The tour leader may arrange an optional (own expense) boat ride to enjoy a leisurely river cruise and take in
the sights of this bustling city's heart. Accommodation: In Berlin or nearby cities.

[Thursday] =B+ Berlin>Potsdam —Poznan (323km)

This morning, you may choose to visit Potsdam for free exploration within the city or join a tour to the Sanssouci
Palace located in the outskirts. Built by Prussian King Frederick Il, Sanssouci Palace and its gardens are recognized
as a UNESCO World Heritage Site, often referred to as the "Prussian Versailles" due to their grandeur and opulence.
In the afternoon, we travel to Poland to visit its oldest city, Poznan, passing by the world’s tallest Christ statue for a
group activity along the way. Poznan holds a vital place in Polish history as the first capital of a unified Poland and the
site where adoption of Christianity started in 966. The Old Town, surrounded by colorful facades, features quaint
architecture and modern shopping streets, offering a charming blend of the past and present. Accommodation: In
Poznan or nearby cities.

[Friday] Poznan—Warsaw " Bi& (311km)

Poland is a member of both the European Union and the Schengen Visa Zone, but it continues to use the Polish Zloty
(PLN) as its currency. In the capital city, Warsaw, modern buildings rise from the remnants of the past, creating a
striking contrast between contemporary glass skyscrapers and historic architecture. Explore the post-war reconstructed
Old Town, including the Royal Castle, the Market Square lined with restaurants and bars, and the iconic Mermaid
Statue that symbolizes Warsaw. Stroll through the Barbican and ancient city walls to reach the New Town, where you
can visit the house of Marie Curie, a two-time Nobel Prize laureate. The tour continues past the Presidential Palace
to the Holy Cross Church, which holds the heart of composer Frédéric Chopin, and to the statue of astronomer
Nicolaus Copernicus near the University of Warsaw. Finally, admire the Palace of Culture and Science, a gift from
the Soviet Union to Poland. Accommodation: In Warsaw or nearby cities.

In the morning, depart for the Wieliczka Salt Mine, a UNESCO World Heritage Site renowned for its stunning and
intricate salt carvings that adorn its tunnels, captivating visitors from around the world. Known as a "Palace of Salt
Art," the mine attracts approximately 1.5 million tourists annually. It reaches a depth of 327 meters and spans over 287
kilometers, featuring rooms, chapels, and underground lakes, resembling a subterranean city. Afterward, we proceed to
Krakéw, Poland’s second-largest city and a former capital for 500 years. Krakéw boasts a wealth of exquisite historical
monuments, earning its place on the UNESCO World Heritage list. Upon arrival, explore the landmarks of the Old
Town, including St. Mary's Basilica, the Market Square, the Cloth Hall, the Town Hall Tower, and St. Adalbert's
Church. AccommodationL In Krakéw or nearby cities.

[Sunday] Cracow—Oswiecim—Brno (335 km)

Begin the day with a visit to the Auschwitz-Birkenau Memorial and Museum, starting with an exterior view of
Auschwitz II-Birkenau. This site, marked by its tragic history, serves as a solemn reminder of one of humanity’s darkest
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chapters. Then proceed to Auschwitz I, where an optional guided tour (own expense) offers an in-depth exploration.
Walk through the infamous "Arbeit Macht Frei" gate, a symbol of false hope for countless Jewish victims who
entered, many never to leave. After reflecting on this poignant history, continue the journey across the border to the
Czech Republic’'s second-largest city, Brno. In the Freedom Square, admire the iconic Plague Column and fountain,
while nearby, the Capuchin Crypt near the bustling Cabbage Market offers a unique cultural experience. Surrounding
the square are various restaurants and cafés, perfect for enjoying a coffee and immersing yourself in the daily life of
locals. Accommodation: In Brno or nearby cities.

[Monday] Brno—Cesky krumlov —Prague " Ei@  (420km)

Visit the enchanting Cesky Krumlov, a UNESCO World Heritage Site that has captivated visitors since its founding in
the 13th century. The old town’s cobblestone streets and the iconic castle tower are its most dazzling landmarks,
making it an ideal destination for a leisurely stroll and a taste of medieval charm. Cesky Krumlov is also home to the
Czech Republic's second-largest castle, featuring 40 palaces and towers. From the castle's bridge gallery, enjoy a
breathtaking panoramic view of the old town, with its postcard-perfect sea of red rooftops. After exploring the town,
drive onward to Prague. Arrive in Prague by dusk. Accommodation: In Prague or nearby cities.
