· Staff training to support speech and language development
Personal, Social and Emotional Development
· Emotional wellbeing support
· Key person interventions
· Resources that support self-regulation and confidence
Learning Resources and Experiences
· High-quality books and learning materials
· Fine motor and sensory resources
· Outdoor learning opportunities
· Enrichment activities and special experiences
Family Support and Engagement
· Home learning packs
· Lending libraries
· Parent workshops and advice
· Transition support for starting school
Identifying and Monitoring Need
Children’s progress is carefully monitored through observations, assessments, and ongoing discussions with parents and carers. We use this information to identify strengths, next steps, and any additional support needed.
The impact of EYPP funding is reviewed regularly to ensure that interventions are effective and that children are making good progress from their starting points.
