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Mark Schlesinger, Ph.D. is Chair of the Department of Health Policy and Management, Professor of Health Policy, a fellow of the Institution for Social and Policy Studies at Yale University and past editor of the Journal of Health Policy, Politics and Law. He studies patient experience and patients’ responses to problematic medical encounters, including ways of enhancing the scope, clarity, and influence of patient voice. Dr. Schlesinger’s other research addresses the determinants of public opinion about health and social policy, the influence of bounded rationality on medical consumers, and the impact of economic insecurity on public well-being and political attitudes.
