Entrants submitting photographs of people must obtain the
permission of the person photographed, or their parents.

The Judge’s decision will be final.
All photographs must be taken by the competitor.

Please enclose a stamped addressed envelope/label for the return of
prints.

Every care will be taken of entries, but Holbrook Society cannot be
held responsible for entries that are lost, stolen, damaged or delayed.
Proof of posting cannot be accepted as proof of delivery.

Digital imaging is permitted. No manipulation except basic overall
adjustment faithful to the original image is allowed.

Images must be no larger than 10°x8” (approx. 25x20cm) in all classes
and should be mounted with overall dimensions not exceeding 12”x10”
(approx. 30x25cm).

USEFUL TIPS/ADDITIONAL GUIDELINES FOR ENTRIES

Use hard backed envelopes if at all possible and separate photographs
with tissue paper (or similar). If padded envelopes are used, ensure that
the prints are protected by cardboard larger than the mounted
photograph.

- Itis suggested that competitors do not use quantities of adhesive
tape. It can be a hazard to the surface of other prints. Brown
gummed tape is preferable.

- Any writing should always be on, or attached to, the back of the
mount.

« On no account should paper clips, staples, etc. be used on the
mounts.

- Digital imaging is permitted. No manipulation except basic overall
adjustment faithful to the original image is allowed.

Competitors are required to send a completed entry form with their

photographs. Photocopies of the entry form are acceptable on any
colour of paper.
