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The Tamil calendar is a by-product of the Hindu calendar used by the Tamil people of the Indian subcontinent. It is also used in Puducherri, as well as by Tamil populations in Malaysia, Singapore, Mauritius and Sri Lanka. Tamil Nade farmers are pretty much concerned about this. Today it is used for cultural, religious and
agricultural activities, with the Gregorian calendar mainly used for official purposes both in India and abroad. The Tamil calendar is based on the classic Hindu solar calendar, also used in Assam, West Bengal, Kerala, Manipur, Nepal, Odisha, Rajasthan and Punjab. The Tamil New Year follows the Nirayanam spring
equinox and usually falls on April 14 of the Gregorian year. April 14 marks the first day of the traditional Tamil calendar and is a public holiday in Tamil Nadu, Sri Lanka and Mauritius. The tropical spring equinox falls around March 22, and by adding 23 degrees of trepidation (oscillations) to it, we get a Hindu sidereal or
Nirayana Mesha Sankranti (the transition of the Sun to Nirayan Aries). Thus, the Tamil calendar begins on the same day in April, which is observed in most traditional calendars of the rest of India - Assam, Bengal, Kerala, Odisha, Manipur, Punjab, etc. It also coincides with the traditional new year in Burma, Cambodia,
Laos, Sri Lanka, Bangladesh, Nepal and Thailand. The calendar follows a 60-year cycle that is also very ancient and is observed in most traditional calendars of India and China. According to popular belief, this is due to the 5 revolutions of Jupiter around the Sun, as well as the 60-year-old orbit of Nahkshatras (stars), as
mentioned in Surya Siddhant. In Gregorian 2020, the Tamil Year begins on April 14, 2020, Kaliyuga 5122. The Vikram and Schalivahan Saka eras are also used. There are several references at the beginning of Tamil literature for the new year. Nakkirar, Sangam period author of Neunalv'ai, wrote in the third century AD
that the Sun travels every year from Meji/Chitterai in mid-April through 11 consecutive zodiac signs. Kedalar Kizhaar in the third century AD refers to Meha Raasi/Chitterai, i.e. to mid-April, as the beginning of the year in Puranandru. Tolkaapiyam is the oldest surviving Tamil grammatical text, which divides the year into
six seasons, where Chitterali, i.e. mid-April, marks the beginning of the season of llavenil or Summer. The 5th-century Silappadiarama mentions 12 signs of Raasi or the zodiac that correspond to the Tamil months, starting with Mehi/Chitterai in mid-April. Manimekalai refers to the same Hindu solar calendar as we know it
today. Adiyarkunalaar, an early medieval commentator or Uray-Asiriyar, mentions twelve months of the Tamil calendar, in particular referring to Chitterai, i.e. mid-April. subsequent link links Pagan Burma dates from the 11th century AD and in Sukhotai, Thailand, dating from the 14th century AD to the South Indian, often
Vaishnavits, courtiers tasked with defining the traditional calendar that began in mid-April. The Week of days of the week (Kizhishai) in the Tamil calendar refers to celestial bodies in the solar system: the Sun, the Moon, Mars, Mercury, Jupiter, Venus and Saturn, in this order. information: Samvatsara 60-year cycle is common for North and south India traditional calendars, with the same name and sequence of years. Its earliest reference is in Surya Siddhanta, which Varahamihirar (550 AD) considered the most accurate of the then modern theories of astronomy. However, in the list of Surya
Siddhantik, the first year was Vijaya, not Prabhava, as is currently used. There are some parallels in this sexogenary cycle with the Chinese calendar. Surya Siddhanta and other Indian classical texts on astronomy have had some effect on the Chinese calendar, although it deserves attention that the sexagenary cycle in
China itself is very old. After completing sixty years, the calendar begins a new year. This corresponds to the Hindu age. Vakya or Tirukannitha Panchangam (traditional Tamil almanac) outlines this sequence. This is due to the position of the planets in the sky in relation to the Earth. This means that the two main planets
Sani/Saturn (which takes 30 years to complete one cycle around the sun) and Viyajan/Jupiter (which takes 12 years to complete one cycle around the sun) comes in the same position after 60 years. transition from one race to another, but the names of the months are based on the star at the beginning of Purnami this month. The name of the month is several times the name of the star itself. (for example, Chitrai is always a star at purnami of the month of Chitirai). Some of the celebrations for each month are listed
below. Dates in brackets are not accurate and usually vary depending on a day or two. Under (or near) months of the Hindu calendar are their Gregorian counterparts. It's an important month for Vaishnavas. Purattaasi Sani (Saturday) is an auspicious day for
Lord Vishnu. Navarathri and Vijayahashi or Ayuda Puja are celebrated as goddess Durga, Lakshmi and Saraswathi. sgiiiél - Aippasi October 17 - November 15 Star on Purnah: Ashwini. Monsoons usually begin over Tamil Nadu this month. Hence the saying: Ippasi Majai, Adai Majai means Ippasi rains are constant
rains. Also Annaabishekam for Lord Shiva is very famous this month. The most famous Hindu festival Deepavali is celebrated this month. Fridays of this month - Aipassi velli - are dedicated to religious celebration. srjgdlens - Karthikai 16 November - 15 December Star on Pournami: Karthikai. Another auspicious holiday
for Shiva's devotees is Tirukaartigai. Purnah's critique is a special full moon day in the month of Kaarthikai, and the star is Criticism. Every Monday of this month is dedicated to the worship of Lord Shiva. Every Monday is called Somawaaram, when 108 or 1008 Sangabishekams are offered to Lord Shiva and Lord
Muruga. gyl - Maargaji 16 December - 13 January Star on Purnamy: Mrigasheersham. This is another special month in the Tamil calendar. Temples open early in the morning, and the Devotees crowd in temples early for puja and prasada, an offering made to the deity that later spreads among devotees. Arudra
Darisanam (star of Tiruwaadiray in Tamil) is the most auspicious day this month. The offering made to Lord Siwa is Thiruvaadirai Cali - sweet boiled pudding. Mukkodi Ekatesi is called Paramapadha vaasal Tirappu for Lord Vishnu. This month is the post of Tirunembawa and Tirunpawai. eng - Thai 14 January - 12
February Star on Pournami: Poosam. Pongal, which is the Tamil harvest festival, is celebrated for the first time this month. Thaipusam is also a special day for Murugan devotees who carry Kawadi to one of the Aarupadaiveedu (literally means six abode). wrél - Maashi February 13 - March 13 Star on Purnam: Magam.
Maashi Magam is a special day that comes this month. Shivaratri is an important holiday widely celebrated by Hindus this month. Liigefl - Panguni March 14 - April 13 Star on Purnamy: Uththiram. Panguni Uthiram, the last month of the year, is a famous festival and special for the devotees of Murugan and Siwa. Value
Hindus have developed a system of calendrics that encapsulates vast periods of time. To calculate the age of the Earth and various geological and other eras, as well as the age of humanity, they still use the Tamil calendar derived from ancient astronomical data known as Tirukkanida Panchanga, the 10th Tamil month,



called Thai, falls in mid-January each year. He is celebrated with great enthusiasm in the Tamil community around the world. Thai is marked with gifts of new clothing for family members and prayers to God for prosperity in the coming year. Thai and fifth month Aavani are considered very favorable for marriage and most
marriages occur during these months. The fourth month of Aadi is a busy month for most people, including priests, as there will be major temple celebrations during the month, so most weddings don't often fall this month. Aadi is a month of farmers' preparations for the next agricultural cycle. Thus, farming communities
avoid major events like this month's weddings. Those members of the Tamil community who do not actively contribute/participate in agriculture take advantage by having important functions like this month's wedding. For example, the business community prefers this month to weddings. Aadi is usually the worst month for
business, although when businesses recently initiated Aadi discounts, this situation has changed significantly. Every Friday of this month stands out for prayer and worship. Aadi is portrayed as an unfavorable month for the newlyweds' union, because conception this month can often lead to childbirth around April-May,
the hottest months in Tamil Nadu (Agni natchatira - pineju the last 7 days of Chitirai and muneju the first 7 days of Vaigas). 'Aadi' is also the windiest month in Tamil Nadu, and therefore the phrase Aadi kaatru ammiyai nagatrum (literally, strong winds in the month of Aadi can even move a stone meat grinder) Purattaasi,
when most non-vegetarian Tamil people are fast out of meat for a month. Every Saturday of this month is set separately to honor the planet Saturn. Deepavali, celebrated on the day of the new moon, in the seventh month of Aypachi. The month of Aipasi is usually characterized by the northeastern monsoon in Tamil
Nadu, which spawned the phrase Aypahi Adai means non-stop downpour. Maargaiji falls in the winter in Tamil Nadu, and it is an auspicious month. The month is considered sacred. During the holy month of Maargaji, the houses are decorated with colorful and exquisite colams. They are drawn on the doorstep to
welcome guests and divine beings to bless their homes with prosperity and happiness. This month also saw the Shayvit post of Tiru-vambawa and the Vaishnawa post in Tiru Paawai. The total number of days in the Tamil calendar is an average of 365 days. Wagia Panchangam is used for both sacred and civil
calculations. Trikanitha Panchangam is used for astrological calculations. The Tamil Calendar Festivals is essential in the lives of Tamilov-speaking people, And most of the festivals of Tamil Nadu are based on it. Some festivals include Tamil New Year (also called Puthandu) in mid-April, Thai Pongal, Thai poosam
