She has
also performed her poetry live in spoken word form in artistic galleries, making tangible the intangible
emotions one experiences. Eager to push beyond conventional limits, Elizabeth initiated her independent study
at both Columbia and Harvard, and helped initiate the first student art studio at Downing College, University of
Cambridge. As a sociologist, Elizabeth undertook research in the realm of new media communication,
specifically exploring the influence of social media on contemporary romantic relationships.

California-born, Elizabeth is a New Yorker at heart and has lived in Asia and Europe. Elizabeth has a lifelong love
for travel and has visited countries on five continents.
